GENERAL GUIDELINES:

1. We are an alcohol and drug free facility. During the summer we are also a non-smoking facility. This means there will be no alcoholic beverages, or drugs on camp property and during the summer no smoking on property.

3. Only personal aid animals are able to be on the property during your stay.

5. Fires are allowed in designated areas only.

7. Boating and canoeing times must be arranged through the office.  For your safety, life jackets MUST be worn and fastened correctly for boating, canoeing, kayaking, and sailing.

8. A Camp Mack facilitator MUST be present for your group to use the low ropes course.

9. [image: image4.wmf]Additional recreation equipment is available through the office (croquet, ping-pong balls, volleyballs, basketballs, four-square balls, etc.)  Camp Mack is not liable for injuries or damages from sports equipment that you bring.   
10. Please turn off lights when you vacate a room.
11. During your stay, staff persons for maintenance and emergency needs are on call 24 hours a day.  Instructions for reaching staff persons on call are posted beside each phone in the lodges.

Trails:  Many of our trails have been developed in wooded areas with the possibility of dead wood falling unexpectedly.  It is also possible to meet the animals that also use the trails.  It is important that campers have adult supervision at all times when walking on the trails.

  The camp is located among the trees.  Some of the trees have been around for many years.  We also have wind connected with storms.

Waterfront:  Campers swim and use watercraft on Lake Waubee.  Please observe and follow all signs.  Emergency procedures and accountability systems are developed and practiced, and then campers and leaders are oriented.

Construction Site:  As we continue to upgrade the facility it is inevitable that construction takes place on the site.  Please stay clear of these areas.
Shop:  The Camp shop area is a place where there are vehicles coming and going as well as equipment running.  Please avoid this area.
Ropes Course:  Please observe the sign at the ropes course to not use without trained supervision.
Insects:  We have a variety of insects common to the site to be aware of.  
Ticks-Avoid walking through tall grass to help eliminate contact with the ticks.
Mosquitoes-The use of repellants with “deet”, wearing long sleeves and knowing they are more prevalent at dusk and dawn will help in avoiding them.

Asian Beetles- They are a nuisance in buildings especially in the spring and fall around windows and lights.  Some species will also bite.
Bees/Wasps/Hornets-Please report to the office any known locations of the stinging insects and keep your distance from them.  Bees are attracted to sugar, perfumes, and scented deodorant.
