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Wedding Guide

Choosing Your Venue @

Schoitz Patio, clients can choose to have their ceremony outside the Schoitz River
Rooms along the Cedar River, set up to be done by Waterloo Center for the
Arts (WCA), seating for 165. $200. *See photo 1A on page 4

Amphitheatre, clients can choose to have their ceremony in the Amphitheatre
along the Cedar River, built-in stadium style seating, capacity 3000, river access,
full day rental. Half-day rates available. $1000. *See photo 1B on page 4

Expo Plaza, wedding ceremonies can also take place in the Expo Plaza with a
Cedar River backdrop. Set up to be done by WCA, full day rental, capacity 5000.
Half-day rates available. $1000. *See photos 1C, 2C on page 4

The Boat House, clients looking for a smaller venue for their wedding can
consider the Boat House, which offers a private space overlooking the Cedar
River. Also great location to host the Rehearsal Dinner, Reception and/or a Bridal
Shower. Beer and wine can be brought in. Seating for 72, capacity 120. $250 for a 4
hour rate, $400 for a 8 hour rate. *See photos 1D, 2D on page 5

Schoitz River Rooms, clients will get full use of the Schoitz River Rooms for the
entire day starting as early as 9:00am. Clients can also choose to use 1/3 of the
ballroom for their ceremony, 2/3 for the reception if they wish. Chairs and tables
provided, seats 235. See below for additional services. $800. #See photo 1E, 2E on page 5

Town Hall, clients can choose to have their wedding in Town Hall, which is
located inside the building. Town Hall can also be reserved as a back up venue to
be used if the weather isn’t favorable the day of the wedding. Seats up to 165. $125

deposit for back up venue, remaining amount paid only if space is used. $250.

Early Set Up, this allows the clients to come into decorate on Friday from 12:00-
5:00pm, a wedding party that doesn’t need this extra time can get in the building
Saturday starting at 9:00am to decorate at no extra charge. $200.

Rehearsal Dinner, clients can extend there set up time by 2 hours to include a
rehearsal dinner in the space they’ve chosen for their reception. Outside food and
drink can be brought it, with the exception of alcohol. $200.

Bride and Groom Prep Rooms, this will set aside two rooms for the Bride and
Groom to get ready for the wedding, mirrors and coat racks provided. $150.

Alcohol Service Fee, clients wishing to have a bar at their reception (open bar,
cash bar, and/or tickets) are required to pay an alcohol service fee. $100.

Bartender, all events with alcohol present are required to have a licensed bartender
present at all times when alcohol is being served, we hire the bartender for you. If the
clients wish to have a second bartender, arrangements can be made. $10/hr.

Security Guard, all events with alcohol present are required to have an Off Duty Police
Officer present at all times when alcohol is being served, we hire the Security Guard for
you. $33/hr.

Special Requests, upon clients request, domestic kegs (i.e. Bud Light, Coors Light, Miller
Lite, Budweiser) can be purchased for their guests. For a specialty beer request, we will
find an estimate prior to the wedding and order it for you, prices vary. Kegs yield
120-160z cups. $225.

Corkage Fee, clients are more than welcome to bring in their own choice of wine. Any
bottles left unopened can be taken home in a paper bag and won’t be accounted for,
opened bottles must be dumped out. $10/750 ml bottle.

Stage Rental for Head Table, the stage consists of 3-4x8ft pieces that can hold up to 16 people for
the head table, this elevates the wedding party by 6 inches in order to be more easily seen. $35.

Back Drop for Head Table, pipes and soft gray drapes are available to rent to create a back drop
for the head table, can extend the full length of a 24ft head table. $40.

Table Linens, black table linens are available to cover both round and rectangle tables for the
reception. For more color and style options we recommend Special Occasions at 319.234.3104.

$6/table linen.

Projector and Screen Rental, clients can use any of the three projectors and screens in the
Schoitz River Rooms to display images/videos during their reception. $40.

Customized Lighting Concept, clients can customize the lighting in the Schoitz River Rooms to
match their wedding colors to create a space that is truly unique. $50.

Ice Table Rental, a 6-ft, 6 inch deep, insulated table will keep self brought in water and soda cold
for the entire night, 10 bags of ice included. Three Ice Tables are available for use. $30.

Arch Rental, a white arch can be rented for clients who wish to use it for their ceremony or
reception. $20. *See photos 1F, 2F on page 6

Piano Rental, a Baby Grand Piano can be rented if clients wish to have a piano playing. Piano is
tuned prior to day of wedding. $50.
