After years of wear and tear, the Fisher Art Collection was in need of           

restoration. An evaluation of the art was completed on July 18, 2018,             

the day before an EF# tornado devasted the north side of Marshalltown.     

Fortunately, the art and the Fisher Community Center were unharmed.        

The Conservation Center was selected to restore a total of 44 paintings and 

sculptures, and the art was transported to Chicago the week of July 13th, 

2020. Just one month after the art safely reached its destination, a derecho 

ripped through Marshalltown severely damaging the Fisher Community       

Center and the Martha-Ellen Tye Playhouse.
